Specifically on
11 April, three homeless left after 6:30, on 12 April, two homeless left after 6:30, on 14 April one
homeless left after 6:30, on 15 April, one homeless left way after 6:30, on 25 April, one homeless left at
6:30, on 29 April, three homeless left at 6:30, on 2 May, three homeless left at 6:30, on 4 May, one
homeless left after 6:30, on 6 May, two homeless left at 6:30. In addition, no one is suppose to enter
the shelter after 9:00 p.m., but on 30 April a homeless person entered the shelter at 9:43 p.m.
