STAFF REQUESTS: 

Wastewater Plant personnel use the Parks Dept. John 
Deere 750 tractor field cultivator for aerating sand in 
the holding basin. This method leads to premature 
deterioration of the tractor axle dilTcrential and leaves 
ruts in the sand. The ruts make the drying bed unlevcl 
causing the sand to be hauled away with the sludge. 
Installing weights on the tractor will reduce the turn 
around area to less spin out and the tractor could turn 
around farther olTthe sand bed, keeping the bed more 
level.

This grant would allow the City to include the east-end runway extension and the south-side road 
access.

The runway extension will assist business aircraft, already using the airport, to do so more safely and I 
efficiently. Currently when fully loaded, these aircraft can not utilize Lompoc Airport because the 
runway is not long enough. 

Staff recommended that Council take the following action: 

(1) Approve the filing for and acceptance of a grant for $400,000 from the Federal Aviation 
Administration (FAA) to construct a 285-foot runway extension and entrance road network 
on the south side of the airport . 

(2) Authorize the City Administrator to execute grant documents and agreements. 
(3) Authorize the restructure of the existing $35,000 loan with an additional loan of $37,000 from 

the Wate,r Department to provide the required matching funds and contingency. 
(4) Revise ttle authorization ofTDA funds for the road network match to $35,000. 
(5) Authorize the establishment of bonded utility improvements for the 16-acre airport industrial 

area on the south side of the airport.
