Personnel Director Jennifer Weston presented 
a report to Council advising that Council 
recently ratified new and amended 
Memorandums of Understanding with 
Teamsters Local 3 81 , Santa Barbara County 
International Association of Firefighters Local 
2046, and Lompoc Police Officer' s 
Association. The Memorandums of 
Understanding provide for two optional PERS 
public agency contract provisions, "military 
service credit as public service", and "Post 

retirement survivor' s allowance to continue after remarriage". Council also approved amended 
Compensation Plans for non-represented employees which also provide for these two PERS contact 
prov1s1ons. 
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LEGISLATIVE: (Continued) 

In order to implement the amendments to the City's PERS contract, it is required that a Resolution 
of Intention (Resolution No. 4618(97) declaring the agency's intent to amend the contract be 
approved by the governing body at least 20 days before adoption of the final documents. Ordinance 
No. 1428(97) is introduced to effect the amendment to the PERS contract. The Ordinance will be I 
adopted July 15, 1997 and will be effective August 14, 1997. 

Staff recommended that Council adopt the Resolution [No. 4618(97)] of intention for the 
amendment to the contract between the board of Administration of the Public Employees' 
Retirement System ("PERS") and the City Council of the City of Lompoc; and, introduce Ordinance 
No. 1428(97), to effect the amendment to the contract between PERS and the City ofLompoc. 

Mayor Howerton opened the Meeting for comments from the audience. There being no public 
comments and no written communications, the public portion of the Meeting was closed. 

City Clerk Maureen Bosking read Ordinance No. 1428(97) "by Title Only".

City Administrator Frank Priore presented a report 
to Council concerning a request, from the Lompoc 
Boxing Club, that Council authorize a grant to pay for 
a required Conditional Use Permit at 513 East 
Chestnut. 
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NEW BUSINESS: (Continued) 

Mr. Priore advised that Conditional Use Permit charges are based on staff time and direct costs such 
as postage, copying, advertising, etc. An initial deposit of $500 is required when the application is 
filed . If CUP charges are less than $500, a refund is issued to the applicant. 

On one occasion, in 1992, the Shelter Services for Women requested assistance for a building permit 
and landfill fees, in an amount not-to-exceed $300. 

Mr. Priore advised that the Lompoc Police Department has volunteered to contribute the requested 
amount to assist the Boxing Club, which they feel would be an opportunity to establish a linkage 
between the proposed Police Activities League (PAL) and the Boxing Club's programs. 

Staff recommended that Council determine whether to pay an amount not-to-exceed $566 for the 
Lompoc Boxing Club's Conditional Use Permit and Negative Declaration Fees. 

Mayor Howerton opened the Meeting for comments from the audience. 

1. Archie Mitchell requested that Council grant the money to pay for the CUP because the 
Boxing Club does not have any money at this time. 

2. Vicki Anderson spoke in support of the Boxing Club and their request for the City to waive 
the fee for the CUP. 

3. Ralph Harman spoke in support of the Boxing Club and contributed $50 toward the cost of 
the CUP and urged other citizens to contribute to the cause rather than taking money from 
the City. 

There being no additional comments and no written communications, the public portion of the 
Meeting was closed . 

Mayor Howerton spoke in support of the program but expressed concern that approval of the grant 
request would set a precedent whereby other organizations would want Council to approve grants 
to waive City fees. Mayor Howerton recommended that Council not support the grant but did pledge 
to raise half of the money required for the CUP fees by Friday, June 27, 1997. 

Councilmember Siminski concurred with the concerns expressed by Mayor Howerton and requested 
that staff return with an item for the agenda which would authorize the Police Department to operate 
a Police Activities League and authorize the use of supply funds within the Police budget for 
incidental costs. 

Police Chief William Brown advised that a possible solution is that the California PAL program will 
grant the Police Department a start-up grant of $3 ,000 for a Police Activities League. If Council 
would like to authorize same, the Police Department could look to said grant for a source of funds. 

Council concurred that this matter should return to Council at the Meeting ofJuly 1, 1997.

City Administrator Frank Priore presented a report to 
Council outlining the proposed additions and deletions 
to the proposed 1997-1999 Lompoc City Budget. 

Staff recommended that the City Council : 

( 1) Approve the corrections to the published BBR 
for the 1997-99 City ofLompoc Budget; 

(2) Make final decisions on those outstanding budget issues which the Council directed staff to 
return for additional consideration on June 24, 1997; and 

(3) Adopt Resolution No. 4621(97) Adopting the Fiscal Year 1997-99 Budget. 

Mayor Howerton suggested that the request for a third Battalion Chief be pulled from consideration 
until the request by the Fire Department to contract with the County of Santa Barbara is completed 
and return to Council in June of 1998 to determine if the money is available at that time. 

Councilmember Holmdahl and the remainder of the Council concurred and this item will be returned 
for Council consideration in June of 1998. 

Mayor Howerton opened the Meeting for comments from the audience. 

1. JeffKougl opposed the proposed reduction in hours of the Aquatic Manager position. 

City Clerk Maureen Bosking read the following letters into the record : 

1. "Dear Mayor Howerton and Councilmembers : 

"On behalf of Lompoc Unified School District, please consider this a letter in support of the 
Lompoc Museum's request for additional funding for the 1997-98 budget. 

"Besides serving the Lompoc community at-large, the Lompoc Museum serves the students 
of Lompoc Unified School District in numerous ways by providing quality exhibits and tours and has 
developed partnerships with various schools in our District. 

"Cabrillo High School students in the Graphic Arts class have enjoyed a partnership with the 
Lompoc Museum whereby they produced printed material for the Museum, for a fee, but at the same 
time gained a great deal of hands-on experience. California Scholarship Federation students at 
Lompoc High School have partnered with the Museum for the past two years to help on weekends 
with security; CSF students also helped with "Backyard Monsters", thereby receiving valuable work 
and community service experience. Students from the El Camino Campus of Lompoc Valley Middle 
School have been trained as docents to work with their grade students. All of these activities 
contribute greatly to the education of our students.

"Last year, the Lompoc Museum sponsored the "Backyard Monsters" Exhibit which was very I 
popular with our students and the community. The Museum, on an ongoing basis, pursues rotating 
exhibits from such museums as the Smithsonian, which give our students opportunities to view 
artifacts and materials otherwise not available to them. In addition, the Museum has a wonderful 
docent program which allows students to receive guided tours through the Lompoc Museum as well 
as the Artesia School Museum. The "Traveling Suitcase" is very popular as well as the Lompoc 
Historical Bus Tour.

"I would also like to commend Debra Argel, Director of the Lompoc Museum, for her efforts 
to provide Lompoc with quality programs.

"Dear Mayor Howerton and Councilmembers: 

"Due to a conflict between our two meeting schedules, I am unable to be at your Council 
Meeting, so I am sending my support of the Lompoc Museum via the written word. 

"I know we have all heard the First Lady use the phrase, "It takes a whole village to raise a 
child". Well it does. The schools are doing all they can do, but with budget constraints as they are 
today, we have had to continually cut back on the extras that enhance a child's education. The 
Lompoc Museum has been one of the bright stars in helping to bring that extra spark into the 
children's education. I know that you all feel as I do that our children are our most precious natural 
resource, one that we cannot afford to waste. If the Museum is unable to continue its wonderful 
programs, I feel that this resource will not receive all that we can offer. It does take a whole village 
to raise a child, and the Lompoc Museum takes this call to heart every year and does all it can do to 
help raise the children of the Lompoc Valley. 

"Please fund the small increase that the Museum has asked for. It may not seem like a lot to 
you, but it is a wealth of knowledge to our children. 

"Thank you for your time and a chance to be heard ."

3. "Mayor Howerton and Members of the Lompoc City Council. 

"I am addressing you in support of the Lompoc Museum's request for an additional $5,000 
in the City budget to cover the recently added cost of liability insurance. This is a City-owned 
building housing a valuable and irreplaceable City-owned collection of Chumash artifacts. The City's 
responsibility in this matter seems to be inescapable. 

"Having suffered an assault in this building, I take a personal and particular interest in this 
issue. Certainly it never occurred to me in 1995 to sue anyone, but in the event a Museum visitor, 
a volunteer or a Museum employee were seriously injured or killed in this building, by whatever 
means, surely the entity targeted for a lawsuit would be the City of Lompoc, not the Museum 
Associates. The deep-pocket philosophy would prevail. I don 't understand how the City can say to 
the Museum Associates, "Hey, this is your problem, not ours." 

"The Museum's $50,000 stipend from the City has stayed at that level for many years, an 
amount less than was granted in 1985. At that time, we on the Museum Board who prepared the 
budget we submitted to the City Council had no inkling that heavy additional insurance would be 
required . Neither, incidentally, did we foresee that an expensive surveillance system would be 
required; that came only after I was assaulted and beaten in the first-floor gallery of the Museum. 
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UNFINISHED BUSINESS: (Continued) 

"Let me point out that the terms under which the City accepted the Clarence Ruth gift require 
that the collection be available to public view. The Museum Associates have provided this service 
to the City since 1969 with very limited financial support from the City; to foist this additional burden 
of paying the City's insurance bill stretches the imagination.

4. "Honorable Mayor and Members of the City Council: 

"The Parks & Recreation commission fully supports the idea of creating a new Sports & 
Special Events Coordinator position within the Parks & Recreation Department. The Commission 
feels this position would be an asset to community tourism and provide an economic boost to local 
restaurants, retail merchants, gasoline stations, campgrounds and lodging establishments. 

"After reviewing this matter at our meeting of June 16, the Commission does not believe this 
position would be in conflict with existing organized activities, but will compliment and service each. 
As it is understood, the new position would include the promotion of special events for these existing 
organizations and will organize new activities for both youth and adults. 

"However, if a difficult budgetary choice must be made, the Commission places a higher 
priority on the full funding of the playground equipment and the Lompoc High court lights (as 
previously stated by the Commission). The Commission wants to make it clear that our previous

budgetary request for playground equipment and athletic lights not be eliminated or decreased in an I 
effort to fund this new position."

Councilmember Siminski spoke concerning the Museum request for the City to pay the utilities, that 
the City should be consistent with the other organizations in the City who do pay their own utilities 
and recommended that the grant to the Museum be increased to cover the cost of their paying the 
utilities. 

Councilmember Holmdahl stated that the City should also increase the Museum budget to cover the 
$1 ,500 insurance which should be paid by the City. Council member Holmdahl requested staff to 
advise what the additional funding would be to the Museum to cover the utilities and the $1 ,500 for 
insurance.
