Meeting over to Councilmember
Schuyler for discussion of
issues regarding the airport.

Councilmember Schuyler asked that Aviation/Transportation
Administrator Barry Rondinella read the Airport Mission Statement
into the record:

"The mission of the Lompoc Airport is to provide an aerial gateway
to the Lompoc Valley. The Airport will support the requirements of
the commercial and recreational user and will promote economic
development and assist in expanding tourism."
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NEW BUSINESS: (Continued)

Councilmember Schuyler advised that a draft Airport Master Plan had
been received by Council and asked Mr. Rondinella if the Master
Plan and the Mission Statement are in agreement.

Mr. Rondinella advised that the two documents are in agreement and
the Airport Master Plan should come to Council for adoption later
this year.

Councilmember Schuyler asked, "What is the usual practice for day-
to-day operations of the airport?"

Mr. Rondinella advised that, usually, a municipality will own the
airport and have an employee as a manager and will have one or
several FBO on the airport to do maintenance and repairs.
sometimes the manager is the FBO.

Mr. Schuyler asked, "Is Airport maintenance normally done by the
City or the FBO?"

Mr. Rondinella advised that there are different ways to do it. The
airport maintenance is usually done by the owner. Some airports
have the FBO/Airport Manager perform the maintenance items in
return for a fee or concession agreement.

Mr. Schuyler asked Management Services Director about the financial
situation at the airport.

Mr. Walk advised that currently the City is doing pretty well at
the airport in that expenses are being met. The airport is not a
liability but it is not really an asset either. The only thing the
City has had to do in the way of financial assistance is to make
some small loans for land acquisition.

Councilmember Schuyler opened the meeting for comments from the
audience.

1. Patrick Marshall advised that a mobilehome has been purchased
to be moved to the airport, which is in escrow at this time.
Mr. Marshall advised that the Marshalls look forward to being
the long-term FBO at the airport.

There being no further ©public comment and no written
communications, the public portion of the Meeting was closed.

Councilmember Leach stated that the City has received a lot of
public participation at the Airport Commission and Council Meetings
and, in return, the City has an airport much different than that
which was acquired from the County. Ms. Leach expressed the desire
that, in the future, the problems and differences regarding the
airport continue to diminish; the issues related to the airport are
resolved and the airport becomes a greater asset to the City than
it is at the present time.

Mayor Howerton expressed the desire of Council to maintain the
airport and will work to see that it is accomplished.

Councilmember Stillman advised that he and Councilmember Siminski
met with the Marshalls and both came to the conclusion and
understanding that we would be in favor of the Marshalls having a
ten-year lease, with some stipulations being put into the contract.
Councilmember Stillman spoke in support of additional discussions
between the City and the Marshalls concerning a ten-year lease,
which is what the Marshalls indicated was needed to get a 1loan.
Stipulations to the contract would be issues which need to be
looked at over the next ten years.

Council advising that the
California Legislature, in

1993, placed limits on the
effectiveness of redevelopment agency project area plans and the
time in which agencies can collect tax increments to pay for
indebtedness.

Health and Safety Code Section 33333.6(b) states that all
redevelopment plans, adopted prior to January 1, 1994, must
terminate no 1later than 40 years from the adoption of the
redevelopment plan or January 1, 2009, whichever is later.

The State Legislature intended that all agencies adopt ordinances
bringing their plans into conformance by December 31, 1994. The
Agency failed to meet the statute’s deadline, however, since the

redevelopment plan did not have any restrictions on the date of
plan termination and repayment of indebtedness, Health and Safety
Code Section 33333.6(e)(2) relieves the Council of the time
consuming requirements of amending the redevelopment plan and
allows Council to adopt the proposed Ordinance. Adoption of the
Ordinance will clean-up the legislative record and bring the Agency
into conformance with existing law.

ORDINANCE NO. 1419(96) - AN Police Captain S. C. Masaoka
ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF presented a report to Council
LOMPOC AMENDING ARTICLES 2 advising that Government Code
AND 3 OF CHAPTER 30 OF THE Section 53075.5 was amended,
LOMPOC CITY CODE PERTAINING effective January 1, 1996,

TO REGULATION OF PERMITS FOR mandating that local

OWNERS AND DRIVERS OF TAXICABS. jurisdictions, which govern

taxicabs, include additional
regulations relating to taxi
owner and driver permits.

Ordinance No. 1419(96) will make substantive changes to the Lompoc
City Code, Chapter 30, to comply with state mandates in the
following areas:

1. Employment, or an offer of employment, as a taxicab driver
required prior to issuance of a driver’s permit.

. 8 Driver’s permits become void upon termination of employment.

i Driver’s permits must state the name of the employer.

4., Employers are required to notify the City upon termination of
employment.

B Drivers must return the permit to the City upon termination of
employment.

6. Drivers must test negative for controlled substances and
alcohol prior to employment.

T Drivers must test negative for controlled substances and for
alcohol as a condition for renewal of a driver’s permit.

8. Driver permit applicants must show a valid California driver’s
license at the time and place of testing.

9. Test results, for self-employed, independent drivers, must be

reported directly to the City. 1In other cases, the results
are reported directly to the employing transportation
operator.

10. The City must maintain a list of entities, in or near the City
of Lompoc, which offer alcohol and controlled substances
testing and make the information available, upon request of a
driver applying for a permit.

Mayor Howerton opened the Meeting for comments from the audience.

. 8 Jeff Pack, owner of Lompoc Taxi, spoke in opposition to the
insurance and permit requirements stating that the cost of the
increased insurance requirements would preclude the company
from being able to buy a second taxicab and could cause the
company to go out of business.

There being no further public comments and no written
communications, the public portion of the Meeting was closed.

Mayor Howerton asked Mr. Pack to explain the opposition to the
pulling of driver’s permits when they are no longer employed by the
taxicab company.

Mr. Pack advised that there really is no problem with the permits
now that he has learned the process.

Following 1lengthy Council discussion, Councilmember Stillman
requested that staff return with this Ordinance at the next Council
meeting; provide more information concerning the breakdown from
other cities’ requirements; and, a recommendation somewhere between
the Morro Bay requirement ($50,000), and that of San Luis Obispo

$27,000 more available for expenditure in FY 96/07 that originally
estimated.

The Parks and Recreation Department has advised that it would be
best if the Summer Drop-In Program started the week after school is
out, however, CDBG funding does not begin until July 1, 1996.

At the Meeting of June 10, 1996, the Human Services Commission
voted unanimously to recommend that Council allocate $10,000 of the
human services surplus for the 1996 Summer Drop-In Program; $2550
be allocated to restore allocations of all human services agencies
back to the level originally recommended and approved by Council;
and, the remaining $14,450 be held in reserve until staff can
report back to the Commission on the feasibility of initiating
transportation to Santa Maria for those who need access to
government facilities in that City.

Staff recommended that Council allocate $10,000 of the $27,000
surplus for the 1996 Summer Drop-In Program; $2,550 to restore
human services cuts made due to the reduction in CDBG funding; and,
the remaining $14,450 be returned to the City’s general fund to
partially address the costs incurred for negotiated employee wages
and benefits for 1996-97.

Councilmember Leach opened the Meeting for public comment.

1. Barbara Holt spoke in support of funding the Summer Drop-In
Program and restoring human services reductions of $2,550, but
advised that the Human Services Commission feels the remaining
$14,450 should be returned to the Human Services Fund.

2. Howard Malmad spoke in support of the recommendations made by
Barbara Holt.

There being no additional public comment and no written
communications, the public portion of the Meeting was closed.

Following Council discussion, it was moved by Councilmember
Stillman, seconded by Councilmember Schuyler, to allocate $10,000
for the 1996 Summer Drop-In Program, $2,550 to restore human
services cuts, and allocate the remaining $14,450 to the Human
Services Fund, and ask the Human Services Commission to return to
Council with a recommendations for its use. The motion carried on
a 3-0 vote of the Councilmembers present.

Mayor Howerton returned to conduct the remainder of the Meeting.
