Recent changes in CIWMB policy require that a Negative Declaration
be prepared for the SRRE and any subsequent amendments. The City
issued a CEQA Negative Declaration for the SRRE and its Addendum on
May 5, 1995. The 30-day public comment period officially expired
on July 9, 1995 and no comments were received.

Staff recommended that Council receive public testimony, make any
necessary amendments and adopt Resolution No. 4448(95).

Mayor Howerton opened the Public Hearing for comments from the
audience. There being no public comment and no written
communications, the Public Hearing was closed.

Siminski, to adopt Resolution No. 4448(95) approving Project ER
#95-06 for the Source Reduction and Recycling Element (SRRE) and
Addendum and Approval of the Negative Declaration.

RESOLUTION NO. 4446(95) - Management Services Director John
GANN APPROPRIATION LIMIT Walk presented a report to Council
FOR FISCAL YEAR 1995-96 IN advising that on November 6, 1979,
THE AMOUNT OF California voters passed
$16,666,381.00. Proposition 4 (Gann Initiative),
requiring annual appropriation

limits for all local governments.
The formula for calculating the limits was based on the 1978-79
"base year" revenues.

In June 1990, voters approved Proposition 111 which provided new
adjustment formulas to deal with the increasing number of problems
association with the restrictions of Proposition 4.

The appropriation limit for the City of Lompoc is computed to be
$16,666,381 for fiscal year 1995-96. Resolution No. 4446(95)
contains supporting documentation for the calculation of the 1995-
96 fiscal year appropriation limit.

Staff recommended that Council adopt Resolution No. 4446(95).
Mayor Howerton opened the Public Hearing for public comment. There
being no public comment and no written communications, the Public
Hearing was closed.

percent o the

acquisition costs. The
remaining ten percent, along with the cost of escrow fees and title
insurance, which are not eligible for FAA reimbursement, will be
funded through a utility loan in an amount up to $154,560. The
loan will be repaid from the rental proceeds from leases on the
newly acquired land over a 25-year period and will require a
payment from the Airport Budget of $13,866 annually.

It has recently been determined that there is a need for a new
Appraisal on the Summers property prior to finalizing the 1land
acquisition of the that property. Therefore, staff advised Council
that it will be necessary to continue the adoption of Resolution
No. 4453(95) to a later meeting.

Councilmember Siminski voiced concern regarding the need for
deferral of equipment replacement and postponement of necessary
maintenance and replacement items.

Budget:

) The Community Promotions portion of the Chamber of Commerce
Contract be restored to same level as previous years.

2. The $10,000 which Council reserved from the donation from
COMCAST be returned to the Human Services fund to be used as
determined prior to Council withholding the $10,000.

3 Any money received by the City as a result of the proposed
Jail Contract should be used to replace the $10,000 in the
Community Promotions portion of the Chamber of Commerce
Contract, with the remainder to be used for maintenance of
existing facilities. It should be left to the discretion of
City staff to determine the priorities of maintenance
required.

Councilmember Leach requested that staff give a presentation
regarding "In-Lieu Fees".

Councilmember Stillman requested a report from staff concerning the
feasibility of reducing meter reading costs by obtaining a
equipment necessary for reading meters by computer.

Mayor Howerton requested discussion of the information received
from staff concerning organizations renting City facilities for $1
per year.

Mayor Howerton opened the Meeting for public comment.

: I Jack Clegghorn spoke in support of funding for the library and
asked for at least the same funding as in previous years.

2 The following individuals spoke in support of funding for the
Lompoc Chamber of Commerce equal to the funding of previous
years:

3. Fran Huston thanked Council for not decreasing the library
budget but voiced concern that the increase was not larger.

There being no additional public comments and no written
communications, the public portion of the Meeting was closed.

Management Services Director John Walk presented information on the
state of City revenues and expenditures and outlined the procedure
and reasoning used by City staff when proposing an "In-Lieu" fee
for all City Utilities. The proposed fees to the utilities are
recommended to be as follows:

Water, Waste Water and Solid Waste 2 percent
Electric (increase over current rate) 1 percent

Mayor Howerton, with the concurrence of Council, re-opened the
Meeting for comments from the audience.

There being no additional public comments and no written
communications, the public portion of the Meeting was closed.

Following lengthy discussion, the motion failed on a 2-3 vote of
Council. Councilmembers Siminski and Stillman voted YES.

Mayor Howerton stepped down and did not participate in the
discussion or vote on the following item in order to avoid the
appearance of impropriety. Mayor Pro Tem Leach chaired this
portion of the Meeting.

It was moved by Councilmember Siminski, seconded by Councilmember
Stillman, that the $10,000 from Comcast be returned to the Human
Services budget and allocated as the Human Services Commission

originally intended. The motion carried on a 3-1-1 vote of
Council. Councilmember Schuyler voted NO, and Mayor Howerton
ABSTAINED.

Mayor Howerton returned to the Meeting.

It was moved by Councilmember Siminski, seconded by Councilmember
Schuyler, that any money received by the City from the proposed
Jail contract be placed in the General Fund to be used for
maintenance items and reserves, under the supervision of the City
Administrator. The motion carried on a unanimous vote of the
Council.

It was moved by Councilmember Leach, seconded by Councilmember
Siminski, to approve all 1995-97 budget items not previously voted
on by Council. The motion carried on a unanimous vote of the
Council.

Council commended City Administrator Frank Priore and City staff
for their work in preparation of the Budget.

City Administrator Frank Priore thanked department heads and the
administrative staff for their efforts on the budget. Mr. Priore
recognized his wife, Marilyn, John Walk’s wife, and all of the
husbands, wives, and families of department heads for their
patience and understanding during the preparation of the budget.

The Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) requirements mandate the
payment of fair market value for use of airport land. Funding for
the rental of the property will be divided equally between Road
Funds and Solid Waste Funds and will have no direct impact on the
General Fund.

Staff recommended that Council adopt Resolution No. 4451(95),
authorizing the Mayor to execute the Land Use Agreement for the Use
of 20 acres of Airport land.

Mayor Howerton opened the Meeting for public comment. There being
no public comments and no written communications, the public
portion of the Meeting was closed.

It was moved by Councilmember Leach, seconded by Councilmember
Siminski, to approve the recommendations of Staff and adopt
Resolution No. 4451(95). The motion carried on a unanimous vote of
the Council.

RECESS: Mayor Howerton called a recess at
8:20 p.m.

The Meeting reconvened at 8:29 p.m.
with all Councilmembers present.

AGREEMENT FOR SERVICES - Administrative Assistant David
LOMPOC VALLEY CHAMBER OF Norman presented a report to Council
COMMERCE. advising that the City has, for many

years, contracted with the Lompoc

Valley Chamber of Commerce to
perform services in support of tourism, business, promotion, and
economic development. The proposed contract include the following
new programs:

1. Establishment of a business resource center where interested
business people can collect, in one place, information
necessary to start and expand a business in the City of

Lompoc.

2. Enhanced business retention and attraction support.

3. Representation on the Central Coast Regional Technology
Alliance.

4, Enhancement outreach to, and coordination with, other business

associations and interests such as the Lompoc Valley Business
Association and the Lompoc Businesswomen’s Network.

5. The Chamber will be required to report quarterly rather than
semi-annually, as in past contracts.

The Proposed contract is for two years for the following reasons:

- . Costs of the contract better coincides with the City’s budget,
allowing the City to better plan and control its expenditures.

2. Advertising campaigns are best implemented over a multi-year
period when future years’ revenues are known and advertising
costs related to specific market campaigns can be planned.

Staff recommended that Council authorize the Mayor to sign an
Agreement for Community Promotion and Economic Development Services
by and between the City of Lompoc and the Lompoc Chamber of
Commerce.

Administrative Assistant David Norman introduced OEDP Committee
