

















































































































































































































































































































RECESS: Mayor Howerton called a recess at
8:50 p.m.

The Meeting reconvened at 9:00 p.m.
with all Councilmembers present.

NEW BUSINESS:

ORDINANCE NO. 1409(95) - AN Public Works Superintendent
ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL Jim Darrah presented a report

OF THE CITY OF LOMPOC, to Council advising that Chapter 17
CALIFORNIA, AMENDING CHAPTER of the Lompoc City Code regulates
17 OF THE LOMPOC CITY CODE solid waste within the City. The
RELATING TO SOLID WASTE most recent change to the Code was
(GARBAGE AND REFUSE). made in 1986.

Since 1986, the State of California
adopted the Integrated Waste Management Act, which made significant
changes to statutory framework regarding collection processing and
disposal of solid waste.

Because of the major change to the Act, staff prepared a comprehensive
revision to the Code to reflect the change in state requirements and the
updated terminology used in the solid waste field.

Although the document has been completely rewritten, the only
substantive changes concern the following areas:

1. Solid Waste and Recyclable Material Ownership and Permitting.
2. Regulation of Improper Disposal of Solid Waste on Private Property.

Staff has determined that adoption of Ordinance 1409(95) is an éxempt
activity under CEQA regulations pursuant to Section 15308, Section 8,
Action by Regulatory Agencies for Protection of the environment.

Staff recommended that Council introduce Ordinance 1409 (95) which amends
language to Chapter 17 of the Lompoc City Code regarding Solid Waste;
and, authorize staff to submit the CEQA Notice of Exemption to the
County Clerk of the Board.

Mayor Howerton opened the Meeting for comments from the audience.
There being no public comment an no written communications, the public
portion of the Meeting was closed.

City Clerk Maureen Bosking to read Ordinance 1409(95) by "Title Only"

It was moved by Councilmember Siminski, seconded by Councilmember
Leach, to waive further reading of the Ordinance. The motion carried on
a unanimous vote of the Council.

Councilmember Siminski recommended that Ordinance No. 1409(95), be
amended as follows:

Section 1716.F. Time of Placing. Individual containers placed for
collection shall not be so placed sooner than 6 p.m. of the day
preceding the collection and shall be removed by 8:00 p.m. of the
day of collection, unless their permanent location is the
collection location. Containers shall be in place for collection
by 7:00 a.m. on the designated collection day. The location of the
receptacles between collections shall not be on the sidewalk or
curb, or in the gutter of any street, or in the front yard of any
residence, except as authorized by staff to be left on the curb.

It was moved by Councilmember Siminski, seconded by Councilmember
Leach, to introduce Ordinance No. 1409(95), as amended. The motion
carried on a unanimous vote of the Council.

ACCEPTANCE OF CREDIT CARDS City Treasurer Liane Scott
presented a report to Council
advising that Government Code 6159,
Section (c), authorizes the acceptance of credit cards by cities, upon
approval of the City Council. Section (f) allows for the imposition of
a fee for the use of a credit card, not to exceed the costs incurred by
the Agency, upon approval of the City Council.

At the time of the pilot program implemented by the Parks and Recreation
Department, Visa/Mastercard contracts forbid the imposition of an
additional fee. At the time of implementation, should Council approve
the recommendation, if Visa has changed their contract, staff would
return to Council with a recommendation for a fee and the amount of that
fee.

Costs to the City would include:

1. The necessary equipment has a rental cost of $30.00 per month, per
terminal. Staff will attempt to handle payments with one terminal.

2. Set-up fee of $50.00.

3. Monthly transaction fee would be 3.55 percent until a fee based on
volume can be negotiated.

Staff recommended that Council place a $5.00 "minimum purchase" on the
acceptance of credit cards.

Staff recommended that Council authorize the City Treasurer to accept
credit cards for payment of any City bill with a $5.00 minimum.

Mayor Howerton opened the Meeting for public comment. There being no
public comment and no written communications, the public portion of the
Meeting was closed.

Councilmember Stillman spoke in opposition to the City accepting credit
card payments, because consumer credit is at an all-time high and
savings at an all-time low.

Following Council discussion, it was moved by Councilmember Leach,
seconded by Councilmember Siminski, to approve the staff
recommendations. The motion carried on a 4-1 vote of Council.
Councilmember Stillman voted NO.

RESERVE ACCOUNTS FOR SOLID Marlene Demery presented a

WASTE PROGRAMS. report to Council advising that the
California Integrated Waste

Management Board has established
requirements for solid waste facility owners to establish reserves to
address potential corrective action and closure/postclosure maintenance

at solid waste facilities. The City currently has sufficient reserves
to satisfy the state for both the landfill and household hazardous waste
facilities.

In order to provide more clearly that the City does comply with state
and federal requirements, staff requested that Council authorize the
Management Services Director to establish separate line items within the
solid waste reserve account as follows:

Landfill Self Insurance Liability Reserve $ 600,000.00
Landfill/HWF Corrective Action Reserve $ 123,937.00
Landfill Closure/Postclosure $ 590,000.00
HWF Closure/Postclosure S 38,452.00

TOTAL $1,351,389.00

As part of the regulations associated with these requirements, the City
must submit a Permit Application to the Department of Toxic Substances
Control (DTSC) for the City’s Household Hazardous Waste Facility. The
documents must be executed by the City Administrator and the Management
Services Director.

Staff recommended that Council authorize the establishment of separate
designations for 1landfill reserves, as required by the California
Integrated Waste Management Board (CIWMB); and, authorize the City
Administrator and Management Services Director to sign the necessary
documents for submittal to the State of California.

Mayor Howerton opened the Meeting for public comment. There being no
public comments and no written communications, the public portion of the
Meeting was closed.

It was moved by Councilmember Siminski, seconded by Councilmember Leach,

to approve the Staff recommendations. The motion carried on a unanimous
vote of the Council.

The City of Lompoc prepared an Urban Water Management Plan in 1985
covering the Fiscal Year 1990-95 time period and staff now presented the
Plan for the Fiscal Year 1995-2000 time period, to be approved by
Council.

The Plan presented for Council approval includes a history of the City
of Lompoc water and wastewater facilities; geographic information; past,
current, and projected water supply and potential water shortages,
description and analysis of water conservation programs; and, water
shortage contingency analysis.

The Plan proposes continued implementation of existing water
conservation programs and potential future water conservation programs,
such as, spreading basins, habitat conservation bank; wetland mitigation
through implementation of the Santa Ynez River Plan for the City of
Lompoc; and, rebates for low-water using washing machines.

Staff recommended that Council adopt Resolution No. 4490(95), which
establishes a five-year Urban Water Management Plan for the conservation
and efficient use of water, pursuant to California Water Code 10610 et.
seq., and authorizes the City Administrator to file the Plan with the
California Department of Water Resources.

Mayor Howerton opened the Public Hearing for public comment.

There being no public comment and no written communications, the Public
Hearing was closed.

Following Council discussion, it was moved by Councilmember Leach,
seconded by Councilmember Siminski, to adopt Resolution 4490(95). The
motion carried on a 3-1-1 vote of Council.

CODE. the adoption of the Building
Code, staff included the model
fee

structure in the approval process. However, this process eliminates the
City’s flexibility in updating the fees on a regular basis.

The grading and building fees were last updated in 1986, with the
adoption of the 1985 Uniform Administrative Code and are, therefore,
significantly below the actual cost of providing service.

Building Permit Fees: By adopting fees proposed in Resolution No.
4491(95), the cost to provide the Building Permit service will
approximately equal the fee charged.

Grading Permit Fees: The City is currently being reimbursed between 11
and 20 percent of the costs.

In reviewing the fee structure for Santa Barbara County, staff found
that, if similar fees were adopted by the City, the recovery rate would
be approximately 80 percent. Staff proposed that Council adopt a fee
schedule consistent with the County at this time and return to Council
in June, 1997, with an increase to 100 percent recovery.

Staff recommended that Council hold a Public Hearing to:

(1) Establish a policy that sets Building Division permit fees at 100
percent cost recovery.

(2) Establish a policy that sets grading permit fees at 80 percent cost
recovery and direct staff to return in June 1997 with fees which
reflect 100 percent cost recovery.

(3) Adopt Resolution No. 4491(95), which contains updated Building
Division fees at the level included in the 1994 update of the
Uniform Administrative Code (UAC) and grading fees pursuant to the
schedule contained in the Resolution.

Mayor Howerton opened the Public Hearing for comments from the audience.
There being no public comments and no written communications, the public
portion of the Meeting was closed.

Councilmember Schuyler requested that Staff provide additional
information concerning the proposed increased fees for grading permits.

Following Council discussion, it was moved by Councilmember
Siminski, seconded by Councilmember Leach, to adopt Resolution No.
4491(95), with the exception of the grading fees. The motion carried on
a 4-0-1 vote of Council. Councilmember Stillman was ABSENT.

ONE-HOUR PARKING RESTRICTION Civil Engineering Associate

IN THE DOWNTOWN AREA. Eric Erland presented a report to
Council advising that, as requested

by Council, staff

researched the background associated with the one-hour parking signs

found throughout the downtown area.

Staff recommended preparation of an Ordinance eliminating the one-hour

parking limitations in the following locations:

i I8 Cypress Avenue from "G" Street to "I" Street;

2. South "G" Street from Cypress Avenue north to the alley south

of Ocean Avenue; and

3. the 300 block of East Ocean Avenue.
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UNFINISHED BUSINESS: (Continued)

Sstaff provided Council with a bifurcated process in order to allow
Councilmember Leach to participate in the decision making process,
except in the area where a conflict of interest exists.

Recommendation No. 1 should be acted upon without the participation of
Councilmember Leach.

Staff recommended that Council:

(1) Maintain the status-quo for existing one-hour parking for the
100 East Walnut, 100 and 200 North "H" Street, and 110 North
"G" Street blocks.

(2) Maintain the status quo for existing one-hour parking for the
remaining streets as shown on the attached map, with the
following exceptions:

Direct staff to return with an Ordinance modifying Lompoc City
Code Section 2059 by removing cypress Avenue from "G" Street
to "I" Street, South "G" Street from Cypress Avenue north to
the Alley south of Ocean Avenue, and the 300 block of East
Ocean Avenue from the one-hour parking zone.

(3) Direct staff to return with a Resolution to locate a loading
zone on the south side of Ocean Avenue just west of "H" Street
or other appropriate location.

Mayor Howerton opened the Meeting for comments from the audience.
There being no public comments and no written communications, the public
portion of the Meeting was closed.

Councilmember Leach stepped down and did not participate in the
discussion or the vote on Item No. 1 of the staff recommendation.

It was moved by Councilmember Schuyler, seconded by Councilmember
Siminski, to approve Item No. 1 of the staff recommendation. The motion
carried on 3-1-1 vote of Council. Councilmember Leach ABSTAINED and
Councilmember Stillman was ABSENT.

Councilmember Leach returned to the Meeting.
It was moved by Councilmember Leach, seconded by Councilmember Siminski,

to approve Items No. 2 and 3 of the staff recommendations. The motion
carried on a 4-0-1 vote of Council. Councilmember Stillman was ABSENT.

NEW BUSINESS:

BIKEWAY BRIDGE OVER THE City Engineer Larry Bean
SANTA YNEZ RIVER ON STATE presented a report to Council
HIGHWAY 1. advising that, in September of 1991,

Council requested that Caltrans

provide safe
accommodations for bicycle and pedestrian traffic over the Santa Ynez
River on State Highway 1.Caltrans Structures Section responded with a
recommendation for construction of a 12-foot wide cantilever addition to
the west-side of Bridge No. 51-97 (North "H" Street). A successful
application for funding through the Transportation Enhancement
Activities (TEA) Program under the Intermodal Surface Transportation
Efficiency Act was based on the recommendation by Caltrans.
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NEW BUSINESS: (Continued)

Following a field review by Caltrans, the City was advised that the
proposed 12-foot cantilever would over-stress the bridge piles between
10 and 40 percent and current State policy is to require an in-depth
dynamic analysis and correction of any seismic deficiencies when a
bridge is widened.

Staff explored several alternatives and discussing the situation with
Caltrans, staff proposed an eight-foot wide aluminum cantilever bicycle
facility. Caltrans agreed to consider the proposal, however, a
structural consultant will need to evaluate the project to determine
structural and economic feasibility.

In order for Federal ISTEA funds to be used, a project must be pursued
to completion. Therefore, money spent for a structural consultant to
evaluate this project, or any alternative, could be lost.

Total project cost was estimated at $828,518. The approved application
includes TEA funds of $497,111 with a $165,704 match from the State
Highway Account. To complete the funding, the City will provide the
remaining 20 percent match of $165,704 from the pedestrian and bicycle
facilities portion of our local Transportation Development Act (TDA)
account.

Staff recommended that Council authorize the City Engineer to proceed
with the selection of a design consultant for the Bikeway Bridge over
the Santa Ynez River on State Highway 1.

Mayor Howerton opened the Meeting for comments from the audience.
There being no public comments and no written communications, the public
portion of the Meeting was closed.

Following Council discussion, It was moved by Councilmember Siminski,
seconded by Councilmember Leach, to approve the staff recommendations.
The motion carried on a 4-0-1 vote of Council. Councilmember Stillman
was ABSENT.
