basic cable service. 

Franchising authorities are required to adopt rate regulations 
consistent with those adopted by the FCC within 120 days of being 
certified. 

The City of Lompoc is exploring the possibility of Joining with 
other agencies in to County to determine of arrangements could be 
made where local agencies regulating rates of cable services can 
combine their efforts. This may be advantageous in Northern Santa 
Barbara County since Comcast provides services to Lompoc, Santa 
Maria, Buellton, Solvang, and unincorporated areas of the County. 
Staff will keep Council apprised of progress in this matter.

NEW BUSINESS: 

RESOLUTION NO. 4278(93) -
AUTHORIZATION FOR CONTINUED 
BASIC OPERATING EXPENDITURES 
FOR THE CITY IN AMOUNTS 
CONSISTENT WITH THOSE BUDGETED 
FOR THE 1991-93 FISCAL YEARS, 
PENDING ADOPTION OF THE 1993-95 
BUDGET. 

It was moved by Councilmember 
Mullins, seconded by 
Councilmember Siminski to 
adopt Resolution No. 4278(93). 

During discussion, Council 
asked staff to clarify whether 
option of the Resolution would 
include the funding of the 
Museum and the Chamber of 

Commerce, since payments are due in July. Council concurred that 
the specified payments would be included. 

The motion to adopt Resolution No. 4278(93) passed on a unanimous 
vote of the Council. 

UTILITY USERS TAX. Prior to discussion of the following 
item, Councilmember Mullins went on 
record as being opposed to the 
Utility Users Tax being proposed. 

Accounting Supervisor Lynda Snodgrass presented a report to Council 
outlining the process to be followed should Council decide to 
institute a Utility Users Tax. 

Finance Director John Walk outlined the shortages in the Budget and 
the need to increase the General Fund. 

Lynda Snodgrass advised that if Council approved the initiation of 
the process of establishing utility users taxes, direction should 
be given on the following items:

(a) Determine the utilities that would be subject to tax. I 
(b) Indicate the desired tax rate. 
(c) Define parameters for exemptions from the tax, if 

applicable. 
(d) Instruct staff to start the required noticing process. 
(e) Have applicable ordinances prepared. 
(f) Work with affected utilities to implement the tax. 
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UTILITY USERS TAX. (Continued) 

Following lengthy Council discussion, it was moved by Councilmember 
Stillman, seconded by Councilmember Siminski, to approve the 
recommendations of staff with an across the board 3 percent tax on 
all utilities, with HUD Low-Income exceptions. 

During Council discussion, Councilmember Leach suggested that the 
tax be considered at 2 percent rather than 3 percent. 

Following further Council discussion, the motion carried on a 4-1 
vote of Council. Councilmember Mullins ABSTAINED.
