Advised that he would like to schedule a work session with the 
Council, after the first of the year, to discuss 
reorganization.

COUNCIL REQUESTS AND DISCUSSION ITEMS: 

1. Councilmember Siminski requested information as to whether or 
not it would be feasible to regulate and protect the trash of 
individuals, once it has been placed in a container to be 
picked up by the City. Mr. Siminski advised that complaints 
have been received regarding people sifting through trash for 
redemption items and, in the process, leaving trash outside of 
the container. 

2. Councilmember Mullins announced that the GPAC has concluded 
deliberations on the General Plan and will submit a report and 
recommendations to Council at the Regular Meeting of January 
18, 1994. 

Councilmember Mullins encouraged citizens to apply for 
appointment to the OEDP Committee, advising that the EDA has 
asked that this commission be representative of the ethnic 
makeup of the community. Applications are needed from women 
and minorities.

ITEM NO. 4. 

Councilmember Stillman voiced concerns regarding supplying 
telephones to inmates at the City Jail. 

Police Captain Greg Janke advised that the proposed contract would 
provide for collect-only telephone in some jail cel ls and the 
Booking Room. Government Code mandates that additional telephone 
services are provided to inmates and installation of said 
telephones would alleviate the need for jail staff to move 
prisoners to another room in order to use the telephone. It is 
also hoped that the telephones will raise funds for the City. 

It was moved by Councilmember Leach, seconded by Councilmember 
Mullins, to approve the contract with Pay-Tel of America, Inc. The 
motion carried on a 4-1 vote of Council. Councilmember Stillman 
voted NO.

Water Resources Manager Gary Keefe advised that the contract did 
call for a suspense date of February 7, 1994 and the contract had I 
language that allowed for an extension of time if negotiations 
became mired in technical details, and that has happened. 

Mr. Keefe advised that the City has an opportunity to develop a 
groundwater recharge model that everyone will have had a hand in 
developing and, thereby, obtaining consensus.

Mullins, to adopt Resolution No. 4318(93), authorizing the 
extension of negotiation deadlines.

Aviation/Transportation 
Administrator Barry 
Rondinella presented a 
report to Council 
advising that Council, at 
the regular meeting of 

November 5, 1991, adopted a rate structure resolution setting rates 
for rental of Airport properties, in order to collect airport 
hangar and tiedown fees. 

The need for the proposed rate increase is a result of the 
following: 

1. General Fund contribution to the Airport was excluded from the 
1993-95 budget, resulting in a loss of more than $11,000 in 
Airport revenues. 

2. Maintenance deferred during the ownership/operation by Santa 
Barbara County resulted in increased costs. 

3. Consumer Price Index increases during the four year s since the 
last rate increase. 

Staff proposed three options for billing of privately owned 
hangars, with expected additional revenue as follows: 

Option A. 

Net Monthly Increase - $120 per month - $2,160 for current budget. 

Option B. 

Net Monthly Increase - $20 per month - $360 for current budget. 

Option c. 

Net Monthly Increase - $42 per month - $756 for current budget. 

Staff recommended that Council adopt Resolution No. 4315 (93), 
Amending the Rate Structure for Lompoc Airport to incorporate a 
Rate Increase of Approximately 5 percent for hangar tenants of the 
Airport; and, select Option A for billing of privately owned 
hangars. 

Mayor Howerton opened the meeting for comments from the audience. 

The following individuals spoke in opposition to the adoption of 
Resolution No. 4315(93), amending hangar and tiedown rental fees, 
and requested that the matter be returned to staff. It was also 
suggested that the Airport Commission be asked to prioritize 
proposed airport projects and review ways to cut costs in order to 
balance the budget without raising rental rates:

Staff recommended that Council adopt Resolution No. 4316 (93), 
authorizing the City Administrator to execute the necessary 
documents and agreements to acquire grant funds from the Federal 
Transit Administration (FTA} 

Mayor Howerton opened the Public Hearing for comments from the 
audience. There being no public comment and no written 
communications, the Public Hearing was closed. 

It was moved by Councilmember Leach, seconded by Councilmember 
Siminski, to adopt Resolution No. 4316(93). 

Councilmember Siminski stated that he would like the staff to look 
again at the originally proposed location for the intermodal 
terminal. 

Councilmember Stillman stated the importance of addressing the 
transfer of transportation and the intermodal terminal and agreed 
that staff should review the options and report back to Council. 

The original motion carried on a unanimous vote of the Council. 

ADOPTION OF THE 1994 CHAS 
(COMPREHENSIVE HOUSING 
AFFORDABILITY STRATEGY}. 

Principal Planner Tom Martin 
presented a report to Council 
advising that the draft CHAS 
was prepared and made available 
for public review and comment 

on November 19, 1993. A public notice identified the 30-day review 
period and informed the public of a scheduled public hearing on 
December 21, 1993. 

At the regular meeting of December 7, 1993, Council reviewed the 
draft CHAS. 

Changes from the City's existing CHAS are primarily updates of 
statistical information and expanded analysis. There have been no 
changes made to the basic policy goals and priorities. 
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PUBLIC HEARINGS: (Continued) 

The city will be submitting its annual CHAS Performance Report to 
the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. 

Staff recommended that Council adopt the CHAS (Comprehensive 
Housing Affordability Strategy), including any public 
comments/responses made during the public hearing and direct staff 
to submit it to the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban 
Development for approval. I Councilmember Mullins discussed the following issues with staff:

1. Investment Plan - Pages 101 and 102. 
2. Block Grant to Housing Programs, Page 74. 
3. County plans to spend $100,000 this year in Lompoc. 
4. Home Grant received by the City and the pending grant from the 

State. 
5. The two top priorities for funding received no money: 

a. Low Income First Time Homebuyers 
b. Private Rehabilitation of Rental Stock 

Principal Planner Tom Martin advised that the matter will be 
reviewed by HUD and the City can reallocate funds, depending on 
what funds are available at a certain time. 

Councilmember Leach expressed concern that the No. 1 priority was 
first-time homebuyers assistance and no money had been allocated to 
that use; and, it appears as though economic development has a 
priority over that of assisting in home ownership for those people 
who need assistance. 

Also, Councilmember Leach voiced concerns that Lompoc is becoming 
the social assistance community of the County and stated that a 
large number of Lompoc citizens agree with that analysis. Ms. 
Leach also stressed the added burden which would be caused to the 
Human Services Organizations. 

RECESS: Mayor Howerton called a recess at 9:54 p.m. 

The Meeting reconvened at 10:05 p.m. with all 
Councilmembers present. 

Mayor Howerton opened the meeting for public comment. 

1. Janice Keller voiced the following concerns: 

2 • 

a. Lack of money available for first-time homebuyers. 
b. Map on page 21 designates low-income area. There are 

homes in the designated area that are not low-income and 
the map should be clarified in the future CHAS. 

c. Some items in the report are still based on the 1980 
census and this should be updated. 

d. Lompoc's low-income and very-low-income designations are 
based on county-wide figures and this should be reviewed. 
Lompoc's low income is lower than in the County. 

George Fledge stated that many times what is considered a 
"low-income price" for homes, is not affordable to those who 
qualify as "low-income". There should be a discussion of the 
human factor in relation to the price factor. 

It was moved by Councilmember Mullins, seconded by Councilmember 
Siminski, to adopt CHAS. The motion carried on a unanimous vote of 
the Council.

Councilmember Leach requested a study to compare the qualifying 
median income of the City residents versus the median income of the 
County residents used in basing the City's low-income affordability 
level.

Cable Franchise Agreement. A technical consultant was hired to 
complete a technical inspection of the cable system and this report 
was completed and submitted to the City in January, 1991. 

Council was advised that costs associated with the renewal of the 
franchise such as the Council Chambers improvements, fiber optics 
data transmission and, possibly, the system-wide improvements, may 
be recoverable by Comcast in the future if the City should decide 
to file with the FCC for rate regulations. 

• Staff recommended that Council introduce Ordinance No. 1393(94), 
Repealing Ordinance No. 1034(78) and 1035(78), and Adding Chapter 
12 to the Lompoc City Code Relating to Cable Television System, and 
authorize the Mayor to execute an Agreement with Comcast 
Cablevision of Lompoc, Inc. to operate and maintain a cable 
television system in the City. 

Mayor Howerton opened the Public Hearing for comments from the 
audience. 

1. Dave Pierce stated that he disagreed with the 7-year term of 
the contract and felt the contract should be for fewer years. 

There being no further public comment, the Public Hearing was 
closed. 

City Clerk Maureen Basking Read Ordinance No. 1393(94) by "Title 
Only". 

It was moved by Councilmember Mullins, seconded by Councilmember 
Stillman, to waive further reading of the Ordinance. The motion 
carried on a unanimous vote of the Council. 

Following Council discussion, it was moved by Councilmember 
Mullins, seconded by Councilmember Stillman to introduce Ordinance 
No. 1393 (94). The motion carried on a unanimous vote of the 
council. 

It was moved by Councilmember Mullins, seconded by Councilmember

Mayor Howerton stated that she would like the City to study the 
possibility of offering its own cable system and, if possible, be 
in a position to run its own system if the requested programming is 
not available through Comcast.

Assistant Planner Diana 
Delgadillo presented a 
report to Council 
advising that the City 
wishes to purchase the 
subject property for the 
purpose of temporarily 
expanding the sludge 
drying beds for the 
Lompoc Wastewater 
Treatment Plant and a 
possible composting 
facility. 

The City's current 
General Plan Designation 
for said parcel is 
Agriculture Preserve and 
be allowed. 

The Planning Commission recommends that the City Council approve 
the following: 

1. Negative Declaration regarding GP 93-02 as complete and 
adequate per the Environmental Guidelines of the City of 
Lompoc and CEQA and to find that this project will not have 
adverse effects upon wildlife resources and qualifies for a 
"de minimis" exemption. 

2. General Plan Amendment GP 93-02 to amend the City's Land Use 
Map from Agricultural Preserve to Public Facilities and Open 
Space for the site located on the north side of Central 
Avenue, 200 feet east of Floradale Avenue (APN 93-040-33). 

Assistant Planner Diana Delgadillo advised that, since there has 
been considerable concern expressed regarding changing the General 
Plan designation of said site, an alternative would be for Council 
to refer the project back to the Planning Commission to make the 
finding of conformity with the existing General Plan designation 
for the acquisition of this site with a modified approach to the 
proposed use of the land. Two alternatives to the project 
description which have been proposed are subsurface soil injection 
of sludge or using the site for temporary sludge storage for a 
period not-to-exceed five years. 

Staff recommended that Council direct staff as to whether Council 
wishes to pursue the General Plan Amendment or refer the project 
back to the Planning Commission with a modified project description 
to make a finding of conformity with the existing General Plan 
designation. 

Councilmember Siminski presented a report stating that the 
following three issues are of utmost importance: 

1. Avoid overflow of existing ponds. 
2. Disposal of accumulated sludge. 
3. Provide for future sludge disposal. 

Councilmember Siminski stated that he would like to move tonight to 
direct staff to start using soil injection. 

Councilmember Siminski advised that the message from the people has 
been: 

1. Cities must take care of their own problems in their own back 
yards. 
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PUBLIC HEARINGS: (Continued) 

2. Cheapest Method. Surface dumping is not acceptable. 
3. Lompoc was commended for the use of injection under the soil. 

The City Council should authorize staff to proceed with disposal of 
the sludge by injection, including provision of land in the 
vicinity of the sewer plant; and, direct staff to develop a plan 
for a composting operation for the long-term disposal of sludge and 
green waste. 

Councilmember Mullins agreed with the direction the City is 
starting to go and the possible options available. The City should 
look at composting and Mr. Mullins s4pported the concept of using 
the land for injection process, which will allow the City time to 
develop procedures for a composting project if it is feasible. 

Councilmember Leach also voiced support of Councilmember Siminski's 
proposal but was not prepared to vote on the concept tonight, 
feeling that the citizens should have the opportunity to read the 
staff information prior to a vote on the issue. 

Mayor Howerton opened the meeting for comments from the audience. 

1. Bess Christensen voiced opposition to amending the General 
Plan. Ms. Christensen suggested that the soil injection is 
promising, but not something that should be voted on at this 
time, and that the City should proceed with the composting 
plan. 

There being no further public comment, the Public Hearing was 
closed. 

It was moved by Councilmember Leach, seconded by Mayor Howerton, to 
approve the staff recommendation returning this item to the 
Planning Commission to make a finding that its current designation 
meets the requirements of the purchase of the land, for the use 
intended. The motion carried on a unanimous vote of the Council.
