Recreation Director Jack Anderson pointed out it has been the procedure for the last
three years that the department operate the high school pool for public swimming in
the afternoon and reserve the municipal pool for swimming classes. He stated the main
reason the municipal pool is used for classes is that the indoor pool is more suitable
to instruction than the outdoor pool at the high school and the high school is better
suited to public swimming and can accommodate more on a public swimming program than
the municipal pool.

Councilman Speight stated he had no objections to swimming classes but felt that the
taxpayers who paid for the pool should also have the privilege of using it.

Several suggestions were made as to how to handle the problem and it was concluded
that, if possible, the municipal pool should be open for public swimming from 3 to 6
p.m. on weekdays and during those hours classes could be held for the older children
at the high school pool if it is available.

Upon motion by Councilman Speight, seconded by Councilman Scott, the Administrative
Assistant was directed to work out a schedule which would be to the best advantage
of everyone with regard to public swimming and classes and present his report to
Council.

Yokota was named because of its similarity to Lompoc in size, climate and geographical
location, however, Mayor MacClure stated that Col. Alloway at Vandenberg Air Force
Base is doing some background research on other cities and a decision on which city
to select as a sister city could be made after he had completed his research.

The Mayor asked for Council!s agreement, in principle, to adopting a sister city in

Japan as noted in the resolution.

Upon motion by Councilman Speight, seconded by Councilwoman Benton, Council unanimously

approved the resolution as written. _ i
