PROGRESS REPORT ON HISTORICAL Councilwoman Benton reported that the repair
MUSEUM project at the Carnegie Library building
would commence December 8th and the Museum
Association hopes to begin moving Ruth's
collection of Indian artifacts into the building before Christmas.

Associates and the City regarding the lease of the building and premises and the
display of the collection for consideration by the Museum Associates Committee.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

AUTHORIZING CONSTRUCTION OF
TENNIS COURTS TO BE PERFORMED
BY CITY FORCES

The Administrator reported that bids for
construction of tennis courts in Ryon Park
have been called for two times in approxi-
mately six months, and each time the bids
: have exceeded the engineer's estimate,
Douglas Soper, Acting Public Works Director, has estimated that the tennis courts could
be constructed for $10, 866 by utilizing city forces for a portion of the work and letting a
contract for the final surfacing.

Councilman Speight stated he felt that money for recreation could be better spent for varied
types of recreation rather than for tennis courts.

Councilman Jacoby said he is in favor of recreational facilities, and with the improvement
of the two tennis courts on ""N'"' Street, and the proposed courts that will be built at the Jr.
High School he would prefer to have the new courts built in the eastern section of town,

Councilwoman Benton stated that since the master plan had been updated to include the
tennis courts in Ryon Park she felt the work should be done now.

It was Councilman Scott's opinion that a commitment has been made to the citizens of Lompoc
and in view of the recommendation of the Parks & Recreation Commission to proceed with
the construction of the tennis courts, he would favor the construction of the courts with city
forces doing the work,

Mayor MacClure stated he had discussed the placing of the tennis courts with Councilman
Jacoby and agreed with him that it was a good idea to diversify facilities in all parts of the
city. However, as the master plan for Ryon Park calls for tennis courts, he feels the
courts should be built, and he would like to see Resolution No. 2014 adopted in order to
construct the tennis courts as economically as possible.

Following discussion, Council, upon motion by Councilman Scott, seconded by Councilwoman
Benton, unanimously rejected all bids received November 17, 1969 for construction of tennis
courts at Ryon Park,

RESOLUTION NO. 2014 - DECLARING THAT

NEW BUSINESS:

APPOINTMENT OF ADMINISTRATOR The Administrator outlined the establishment
AS CIVIL DEFENSE DIRECTOR, AND of a Civil Defense Program as provided in
FIRE CHIEF AS ASST. CIVIL DEFENSE Chapter 11 of the Lompoc City Code, and
DIRECTOR recommended that he be appointed as Civil

Defense Director and the Fire Chief appointed
as Assistant Director.

Councilman Speight requested that identification of some type and keys to buildings be issued
to volunteer citizens assisting in the program.

Following discussion, the Mayor appointed the City Administrator as Civil Defense Director,
and Fire Chief John Baker as Assistant Director of the Civil Defense Program, and directed
that a plan for the program, including identification decals which would allow citizens access
to disaster areas, be prepared and brought back to Council for consideration.

Councilman Jacoby stated that it should be determined if members now serving on the
Advisory Board desire to stay on the board, Also, he requested that Council be kept
informed on the program by periodic reports in the Administrative report,

REPORT BY CITY ATTORNEY ON The City Attorney presented a report on Employee
EMPLOYEE GROUP INSURANCE Group Insurance Benefits, He stated that the
BENEFITS Insurance Committee had met to consider the

matter of the Group Ordinary Life Insurance

Plan presented by Manufacturer's Life Insurance
Company. The following recommendations were submitted: (1) Conversion to Group Ordinary
Life Insurance. Committee recommends each employee have option to convert to permanent
plan. The additional cost would be paid by the employee. (2) Solicitation of Competitive Bids
for Group Health and Life Insurance. The committee made no recommendation on this matter,
(3) Employee Contribution to Life Insurance Program. At the present time the city pays 50%
of life insurance premium. The committee recommended that the premium costs of the city's
group life insurance program be borne solely by the city with no required contribution on behalf
of the employee. (4) Deferred Compensation Plan, The committee recommended that the city
provide for a deferred compensation plan for any employee interested in such a plan. (5)
Inclusion of City Council Members in Group Health and Life Insurance Programs. The
Insurance Committee recommended that the City Council provide group health insurance and
group life insurance benefits for any Councilmember desiring to participate therein; that the
city contribution toward premium payments be the same as the present contribution plan with
regular employees,

Councilwoman Benton stated Council wanted to do the best possible job for the employees and
they could consider the first recommendation at this time and consider the other matters at
a later date as there is no time limit involved. She also felt if bids are solicitied they should
include health insurance.

Councilman Scott made a motion, seconded by Councilman Speight, to authorize employees,
if they so desire, to convert their life insurance under the program presently offered by
Manufacturing Life Insurance Company.

The City Attorney recommended that if the program is implemented a brochure be prepared
by the committee and distributed to each employee. It was the feeling of Council that this
was the responsibility of the insurance company. It was noted that any representative of
Manufacturer's Life Insurance Company could contact the employees and this might become a
nuisance to the employees.

Upon motion by Councilman Scott, seconded by Councilman Jacoby, the original motion was
amended to include direction to the City Administrator to write a letter establishing Mr,
Stanley Glover as Agent of Record for Manufacturer's Life Insurance Company in so far as
the City's insurance is concerned. The amendment was passed unanimously.

The original motion, as amended, was then unanimously adopted by Council.

REPORT BY CITY ATTORNEY ON EMPLOYEE GROUP INSURANCE BENEFITS (Continued)

Councilman Jacoby expressed his appreciation to the members of the Insurance Committee for
the report and stated he felt the report deserved continued Council consideration.

Councilman Speight suggested the recommendations which involve city funds be considered

when salary and fringe benefits are discussed at budget time. He asked that the Deferred
Compensation Plan be deferred until the next meeting. He also stated that it was his feeling
that insurance representatives should not be voting members of the Insurance Committee, and
he would like to see them serve as consultants, members at large, and would like Council to
consider the make-up of the Insurance Committee at the next meeting.

[t was Councilman Scott's suggestion that the recommendation relative to a Deferred Compensa-
tion Plan and the inclusion of City Councilmembers in Group Health and Life Insurance Programs
as well as the make-up of the Insurance Committee be considered at the next meeting.

Upon motion by Councilman Speight, seconded by Councilman Jacoby, Council voted unanimously
to defer further consideration of the Attorney's report until the next meeting.

REPORT RELATIVE TO MUNICIPAL The Administrator reported that 8% of the
IMPROVEMENTS SURVEY questionnaires sent out with August utility

_ bills for survey on the need for a fire
station and other municipal improvements were returned. A tabulation of the questionnaires
returned indicated that over 71% believe that the fire station should be replaced; only 42, 5%
were in favor of the fire alarm system and training-test area. A new city hall was favored
by 60.2%, with most feeling it should be built after a new fire station. Only 59.9% were in
favor of financing municipal improvements by bond issues.

Mayor MacClure stated he felt the matter of the building program could be further studied
after the first of the year,

No action was taken by Council.

The Planning Director presented drawings of the proposed neighborhood park in the vicinity
of North Avenue and Seventh Street. The area is approximately one and one-half acres and
would be equipped with playground equipment and areas for ball games.

Councilman Scott stated he would abstain from all discussion and voting on this matter as he
is a board member of the church that owns the land.

PROPOSED NEIGHBORHOOD PLAYGROUND (Continued)

Mr. Sherrod stated that the area is level and very little grading would be necessary, however,
there would be approximately 550 feet of curb, gutter, sidewalk and street work to be installed.
Estimated cost of the park would be about $16, 600, and if approved HUD would pay 50% of the
cost.

Councilman Speight said he felt other sections of town should have parks and in studying the
overall park plan he felt Crestview Terrace and the LaCanada School areas need parks. He
would like to see three or four parks in different locations rather than just one park. He
suggested that the sprinkler system, sidewalks, concrete curbs and gutters, as proposed, be
eliminated and that asphalt be put down at this time., He also suggested that Councilmembers
look at the vacant lot in Crestview Terrace and consider it on the basis of a five year lease,
and one in the northwest part of town in view of having mini parks with at least four small
pieces of equipment in each park.

The Mayor stated there are some other benefits to be gained in this proposal, particularly
to the street; also that the size, shape, and location of this property would make it extremely
difficult to develop.

Councilman Jacoby stated that the Parks & Recreation Commission and Planning Department
are charged with the responsibility of establishing park plans and priorities and he did not
feel Council should be asked to take action on a park that had been planned on short notice by
the Parks and Planning Departments. He suggested that if the money is available now it will
be available later,

Larry Flinkingshelt, Chairman of Parks & Recreation Commission, said he agreed with
Councilman Jacoby and felt one function of the Commission is to make sure they are pro-
gramming toward some goal. He could see possibilities for this type of park but feels Parks

& Recreation Commission should take a look and develop some kind of plan or priority program
for the parks in the city before expending money in conjunction with a HUD program.

Mayor MacClure proposed that Council might approve the program with the deletion of sidewalks
and sprinklers, submit the request to HUD before January 1, 1970 with the understanding that
the matter will be referred to the Parks & Recreation Commission and the result of their
recommendation will be before Council at the earliest opportunity, and if Council decides not

to proceed with the program HUD can be notified.

Councilman Speight suggested that Council have a joint meeting with the Parks & Recreation
Commission on Thursday, December 18, 1969 at 6:30 p. m. to discuss the proposed neighbor-
hood park, and upon his motion, seconded by Councilwoman Benton, Council postponed action
on the proposed neighborhood playground park to the adjourned meeting with the Parks &
Recreation Commission, Thursday, December 18th.

REPORT ON RYON PARK DEVELOPMENT The Administrator gave a brief report on
the Ryon Park development.

Following discussion, Council deferred action on any additional development at Ryon Park
until the joint meeting with the Parks & Recreation Commission on December 18th.

REPORT ON CARNEGIE BUILDING The Administrator reported that the remodeling

REMODELING FOR MUSEUM work is almost completed at the Carnegie
Building and the work has been accomplished
within the $1,000 budget. However, additional

improvement has been requested for a glass panel and sliding glass doors to be installed in

the north alcove to provide an enclosed area for display of Indian baskets. He recommended

that Council approve this additional improvement at an estimated cost of $250.00.

Upon motion by Councilwoman Benton, seconded by Councilman Jacoby, Council authorized
$250 additional expenditure for improvement at the Carnegie Building.

PERSONNEL APPEALS BOARD Mr, Wahlers recommended that a six member
panel consisting of representatives from
management, supervisory and rank and file

positions both in public and private employment, be appointed as soon as possible,

Mayor MacClure asked that each Councilmember contact at least two persons who would be
willing to serve on the Personnel Appeals Board and bring the names to the January 20, 1970
meeting at which time appointments to the board will be made,

COUNCIL REQUESTS:

AUTHORIZING ONE-HALF DAY HOLIDAY Upon motion by Mayor MacClure, seconded
FOR CITY EMPLOYEES ON CHRISTMAS by Councilman Speight, Council, on a 3 to
EVE 2 vote, declared Christmas Eve, December

24, between the hours of 12 noon and 5 p. m,

to be a holiday for city employees. The
following buildings shall be closed to the public commencing at 12 noon December 24, until
8 a. m., December 26: City Hall, City Corporate Yard, Water and Sewer Treatment Plants,
Recreation Building, and Municipal Pool, City employees except those required for the
performance of emergency and safety functions shall be granted the half day Christmas Eve
holiday. Employees required to work during this period shall be granted a half day holiday
at the convenience of the department, but preferably during the holiday season., Councilmen
Jacoby and Scott voted NO.

It was the concensus of Councilmembers that holidays should be reviewed at budget time
and establish what days will be paid holidays.

AT 305 EAST OCEAN AVENUE the one large remaining tree in front of

REMOVAL OF PARKWAY TREE Councilman Speight again requested that l
305 East Ocean be removed.

Upon motion by Councilman Scott, seconded by Councilman Jacoby, Council authorized
removal of the tree in front of 305 East Ocean Avenue,

Jack Anderson stated that the Division of Highways would have to be contacted and an
encroachment permit obtained before removal of the tree.

Council directed the City Administrator to affect necessary arrangements with the Division

of Highways for removal of the tree.

POLICE DEPARTMENT EQUIPMENT Councilman Speight requested that the wearing
of helmets by police officers be optional.

Councilman Jacoby suggested the matter be referred to the Police Chief for his recommendation.

Mayor MacClure stated he would like to see officers on the night and morning shifts wearing
helmets.

Councilman Scott suggested that the Chief of Police have the perogative to determine when
officers be required to wear the helmets.

Upon motion by Councilman Jacoby, seconded by Councilman Speight, Council unanimously
left the matter of wearing helmets to the discretion of the Police Chief and the Administrative
Officer,

Council held a joint meeting with members of the Parks & Recreation Commission, December
18, 1969, in the Planning Director's Office, City Hall, 119 West Walnut Avenue, Lompoc,
California. The meeting was called to order by Mayor Robert MacClure at 6:30 p. m. and
was immediately adjourned to the Council Chambers where the meeting was held.

PROPOSED NEIGHBORHOOD PLAYGROUND The City Administrator explained that
IN THE VICINITY OF NORTH AVENUE AND federal matching funds were available
7TH STREET for small neighborhood parks through

the Department of Housing and Urban

Development. Funds are available under
two programs (1) the Parks and Cities program and (2) the Open Space Program, Under the
Parks and Cities Program generally any section of the city will qualify whose median family
income is $5,000 or less. Under this program communities applying for funds before January
1, 1970 will receive letters of assured financial assistance within one week of the receipt of
the request under HUD procedures. He further explained that due to the time element in-
volved, the proposal had not been channeled through the Parks & Recreation Commission
for their recommendation before presentation to Council at their meeting December 16, 1969.

Parks & Recreation Chairman Larry Flinkingshelt stated the Commission understood the
time factor involved and had not been offended by this action, however, since the December
16, 1969 Council meeting most all of the Commission members toured the site and at their
special meeting held December 17, 1969, Planning Director Sherrod had discussed the pro-
posed park with the entire Parks & Recreation Commission. He further stated that the Com-
mission had unanimously opposed the proposed site for a park; however, this did not indicate
that the Commission was against acquisition of other land for parks, and were hopeful that
the city can proceed with the acquisition of land for this purpose in other areas of the city.
Specific sites named by the Commission were Barton Avenue and North First Street, "O"
Street and North Avenue north of LaCanada School, and property south of Olive Avenue and
Fifth Street.

After much discussion by Councilmembers and Commissioners relative to the need for
acquiring land for parks and the merits of placing mini parks throughout the city, it was-
the concensus of the Council that making application for funds from HUD for the proposed
park on the east side of Seventh Street between Riverside Drive and North Avenue was not
to be pursued.

The City Administrator suggested that after a thorough study of other park sites and
recommendation by the Parks & Recreation Commission the city could make application
for funds under the open space program.




ADJOURNED REGULAR MEETING - DECEMBER 18, 1969

RYON PARK DEVELOPMENT The City Administrator presented the plan
prepared by Taylor and Associates which
has been approved by the Parks & Recreation

Commission and the City Council and it was his recommendation that the city proceed with

the groundwork and sprinkling system at this time.

The Parks & Recreation Commission recommended that the landscaping, mounding, sprinkler
system, turf, trees and shrubs be completed as soon as possible.

It was suggested that trees might be obtained from local service organizations and other
interested people who would like to donate trees to be placed in the park.

Upon motion by Councilman Scott, seconded by Councilman Speight, Council unanimously
voted to proceed with the mounding as proposed by the City Administrator.

Councilman Scott voiced his desire to have a time table and priority list prepared by the
Parks & Recreation Commission for proceeding with the master plan as adopted.

ADJOURNMENT: Upon motion by Councilman Speight, seconded
by Councilman Scott, the meeting was adjourned
at 8:00 p. m.
