FOR AUTO WRECKING AND SALVAGE 
FACILITIES 

Planning Director Clinton Sherrod 
presented a report relative to the 
Planning Commission's proposal for 
a future site for auto wrecking and 
salvage facilities. His report con­

tained a statement of the problem and the Commissions' recommendation to 
Council that theCity reserve for auto wrecking yard purposes that portion 
of the city-owned sewage treatment plant site lying northeast of Miguelita 
Ditch. 

The Council viewed drawings prepared by the Planning Director indicating 
the wrecking yard facilities would not interfere with airport operation 
nor with plans for expansion of the airport or expansion of the sewage 
treatment plant facilities. 

Mssrs. Alvin and William Perry and Mr. Roy Velasquez, owners of the two 
established wrecking yards indicated they weren't particularly enthuriastic 
about the site because it doesn't offer much exposure to passing traffic 
and much of the success of their business depends on retail sale of 
salvaged auto parts. 

Councilman Scott stated he could see nothing wrong with wrecking yards 
being located in a light industrial zone and suggested that with proper 
screening it would eliminate the necessity of r e locating the wrecking 
yards. 

William Perry, spokesman for the owners, stated they actually needed more 
room than they presently have and if a suitable location could be found 
or access provided at the recommended site, they would not be adverse to 
relocating their businesses.
