Council indicated they favored the General Obligation Bond method, which 
would require an election, at which a 2/3 vote in favor is necessary, and I 
also favored building a city hall and fire station as well a.s the library. 

Councilwoman Benton stated she was not opposed to the plan but felt the 
Bond issue would not pass and then the City would not get the library 
built either. She added that she felt the first step in building a civic 
center was to acquire the land. 

Planning Commissioner Harley Craig requested that Council not use the 
Civic Center Site funds to build the library. 

Councilman Jacoby stated that in accordance with the provision of the 
application for Federal funds that Council should declare their intent 
regarding the method of financing. The Attorney was directed to check 
into the matter and if a resolution is necessary, have one prepared for 
the next regular meeting. 

The Administrator stated that if this was the method of financing Council 
wished to pursue he would prepare a complete report showing the estimated 
total for a civic center and the repayment program. 

Councilman MacClure said he would like the report to show the overall 
tax rate and how it will affect homeowners relative to increased taxes 
on their property. 

The Administrator was directed to prepare this report for presentation I 
prior to the January 15, 1967 deadline for filing application for Federal 
funds. 

REPORT ON BACK-UP AMBUIANCE SERVICE Mayor Thompson gave a brief report

Council recessed at 9:55 p.m. I 
and reconvened at 10:05 p.m. 

The Administrator reported 
that he and the City Attorney 
had met with Mr, Long of the 
Southern Pacific Co. and 

discussed the fol lowing i terns: (1) The crossings at "A" St. ; (2) Some 
possible arrangement for better maintenance of the paved area within the 
tracks in the future; and (3) The curbs on "A" St. 

The Southern Pacific has agreed to remove all the wood planking from the 
crossing at "A" St. and replace it with new wood some time within the 
next 60 - 90 days. They also intend to proceed with the installation of 
gates at the "A" St. crossing around January 9, 1967. 

Mr. Long indicated the Southern Pacific would be receptive to receiving 
a proposal from the City pertaining to the maintenance of the paved 
areas within the tracks whereby the City would do the work and bill the 
Southern Pacific in an amount not to exceed $250 in any one month. How-
ever, he pointed out that the big problem here would be one of labor 
relations and any proposal would have to be discussed with the union. 

Regarding the curbs on "A" St. Southern Pacific will take care of any 
realignment and readjustment that might be entailed with the grade of I 
the rails if the City decides to proceed with either the removal or 
the development of additional crossings, but they will not pay for the 
removal of the curbs nor the paving of the area between the rails as it 
is their contention that plans for this installation were approved by 
the City. 

Councilman Speight suggested the curbs be left in and additional crossings 
be installed. 

Councilman Jacoby stated he agreed with this plan but it is a question of 
how many are needed and recommended that the Administrator contact the 
Auto Club of Southern California and request their representative, who is 
to be in Lompoc for a meeting with Council and Planning Commission on 
January 16, 1967, to come early enough to make a survey of the problem on 
"A" St. and present recommendations and cost figures at the meeting. 

Upon motion by Councilman Jacoby, seconded by Councilman MacClure, Council 
authorized the Administrator to contact the traffic engineer of the 
Southern California Auto Club and request him to come early enough on 
January 16 to review the problem on "A" St. and any other problems, along 
with the Police Chief, and have cost data available at the meeting for 
handling alternative methods of correcting the situation. 

Upon motion by Councilman MacClure, seconded by Councilman Jacoby, 
Council authorized the Attorney to prepare a proposal relative to the I 
maintenance of the paved areas between tracks that would in no way be 
binding upon the City until such time as an answer is received from . 
the Southern Pacific Company and the proposal formally accepted by the 
City Council.
