North American Finance has also agreed to construct the said
roadway and the remaining water line work in Olive Ave. now,
and to construct the remaining water line work in ''0" Place

in one year unless a subdivider undertakes to construct Unit
3, in which case the subdivider will be required to do this

water line work.

The Administrator recommended Council accept the proposal of
North American Finance Co.

Auditorium. The School Board has proposed to lease to the City
the Auditorium and the area within a ten foot perimeter of

the building for a period of twenty years at a rate of $1.00
per year, plus 107 of all gross receipts paid to the City
during the term of the lease plus certain other conditions.

One of the conditions states the City will install a chain
link fence around the perimeter of the property, using
District material, and City furnish labor, gates and fence
posts. Councilman Phelps stated he felt there should be
further negotiation on the placement of the fence before the
City executes any Lease Agreement.
