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Building Requirements for Commercial/Mixed-Use Projects
Please find the minimum general requirements for plans submitted for review by the Building and Safety staff for commercial and mixed-use projects. These are general requirements; additional plans or specifications may be required based on specific project design and location.

· Cover sheet – Must include scope of work, project location, type of construction, occupancy group and use classification, square footage of new and remodeled areas, and adopted code cycle that project is designed to meet.
· Site plan – Must indicate dimensions and locations of all property lines and setbacks, all structures on property, all distances between structures, and from structure to property line, and must be drawn to scale.
· Structural Analysis – Must be included for any change in use of non-residential structures. Must be prepared by a CA licensed structural engineer to provide an analysis of the structure load path and lateral resistance.
· Soil Report – as required, must be stamped by a CA licensed geotechnical engineer.
· Foundation plan – Must show depth and width of footies, piles, or other foundation system, including reinforcement of footing and slab. Must include details and anchorage for vertical elements, i.e., walls, facades, etc. Must be drawn to scale.
· Framing plan – Must indicate all framing wall lines and be specific to each floor (1st floor framing plan, 2nd floor framing plan, etc.). Must indicate material specifications, and size of roofing elements, and be drawn to scale.
· Roof framing plan or truss design – Must indicate all roof framing elements and bearing points. Must include material specifications and spans of elements. Required to be stamped by Engineer of Record and must be drawn to scale.
· Electrical plan – Must include all electrical for site. Must be stamped and signed by either the CA licensed electrical contractor who will be performing the work, or by a CA licensed electrical engineer.
· Plumbing plan – Must include all plumbing for site. Must be stamped and signed by either the CA licensed plumbing contractor who will be performing the work, or by a CA licensed Civil engineer.
· Mechanical plan – Must include all mechanical systems for site. Must be stamped and signed by either the CA licensed mechanical contractor who will be performing the work, or by a CA licensed mechanical engineer.
· Accessibility plan – Must note all plans and details for compliance with the current adopted CA code cycle, chapter 11A/11B requirements for the project. Must be prepared and stamped by a CA licensed architect.
· Title 24 Energy documents – State required documentation of all energy elements of the project, such as: windows, doors, appliances, insulation, mechanical systems, and water heating systems.
· Green Building Code sheets – Material specifications to comply with state requirements for building materials.
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
